If work dates change, please hang a new sign (do not cross out dates or use duct tape) 

with corrected dates. Please take a picture of signs hung with date and time for your 

records.

If this work involves any excavation or trenching, an 

Excavation and Trench Permit must also be applied for at the Department of Public Works.

Police details will need to be scheduled online https://details.cambridgepolice.org/ All details must be 

scheduled 24 hours in advance. If you do not have an account set-up please contact the detail office 

617-349-3350 or policedetails@cambridgepolice.org Detail office closes @ NOON on Friday and 

reopens on Monday @ 5:30 a.m.  CANCELLATIONS must be done by phone with a live person by 

calling the detail office 617-349-3350 or front desk @ 617-349-3301 (after hours). Voice mails and 

emails are not acceptable for CANCELLATIONS.  

 

If your job requires a priority police detail, please schedule the details online as usual and then send a 

written request by email to Melissa Miguel mmiguel@cambridgema.gov and copy Lena Frappier 

lfrappier@cambridgema.gov and Diane Stokes dstokes@cambridgema.gov BY 1PM ON THURSDAY. 

Include the project and contractor name, address or street and cross street, type of work, days 

needed, number of details requested. Priority details are a minimum of 7 hours and major work should 

be done Monday – Thursday.

NOISE 

VARIANCES 

Variances are needed for work after 6:00pm, holidays and Sundays (outside hours allowed in ordinance) 

Special Noise Variances are issued by the License Commission with recommendations from Police, Traffic and 

Public Works 

Allow at least 3 weeks for review and approval of variance applications.

PAVING 

NOTIFICATION 

Properly functioning gate boxes / shut-off valves are a significant safety and liability issue for all of us.  Damaging 

utility infrastructure, including gas valves, is a violation of Dig Safe Regulations and subject to a $1,000 to $10,000 

fine per incident.  Announcing paving operations at Monday morning construction meetings is important but is 

not sufficient.  Contractors must email Eversource Gas and Electric prior to paving and work with them to 

coordinate adjustments of valves and structures.   

Eversource Gas   

Construction Contractors must provide Eversource Gas one-month written / email notice of all planned paving 

to: 

         test for gas leaks and allow sufficient time to make the required repairs prior to paving.  
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         allow for the timely regulation/adjustment of all gate boxes, shut-off valves & castings.

Paving Operations   

         Valves must be accessible and visible at all times.   

         Paving over a gate box / shut-off valve is a serious safety hazard and under no case, can a 

contractor bury gate boxes / shut-off valves under paving.   

         Contractors must notify Eversource if any gate boxes / shut-off valves were damaged during 

grinding or full depth construction. 

         Eversource will raise the gate boxes / shut-off valves prior to each phase of paving.  Contractors 

can make the final 1” to 2” adjustment to match the final grading. 

  

Eversource Electric 

Construction Contractors must provide Eversource Electric two-week written / email notice of all planned 

paving to: 

         allow for the timely regulation/adjustment of all castings.  

         if reclaiming roadways (deep grind & overlay top surface), please advise so vault tops and subsurface 

castings may be protected.
