The City of Cambridge, with Stoss Landscape
Urbanism, is constructing two new parks in
eastern Cambridge: Binney Street Park and
Triangle Park. Construction for these parks is
expected to begin in Spring 2018.

The park designs and refinements have been
guided by the Eastern Cambridge/Kendall
Open Space Study and Connect Kendall
Square Open Space Competition and
Framework Plan and shaped by input from
the community.
