Granting the Special Permit requested for 1718-1720 Massachusetts Avenue 
(location) would not be a detriment to the public interest because: 

A) 	 Requirements of the Ordinance can or will be met for the following reason: 

Section 6.35.1 allows for the reduction of the required amount of parking when it 
is determined that the lesser amount of parking will not cause excessive congestion, 
endanger public safety or substantially reduce parking availability in the neighborhood. 
The existing parking supply on the lot and the difference in peak-user demand for the 
commercial uses on the lot will provide adequate parking for the project. 

B) 	 Traffic generated or pattern of access or egress would not cause 
congestion hazard, or substantial change in established neighborhood 
character or the following reasons: 

The existing curb cuts and driveways will be unchanged and the existing traffic 
patterns will not be altered. 

C) 	 The continued operation of or the development of adjacent uses as 
permitted in the Zoning Ordinance would not be adversely affected by the 
nature of the proposed use for the following reasons: 

This section of Massachusetts Avenue contained a mix of retail and multi-family 
uses, few of which provide any off-street parking. 

D) 	 Nuisance of hazard would not be created to the detriment of the health, 
safety and/or welfare of the occupants of the proposed use or the citizens 
of the City for the following reasons: 

The building will comply with all relevant building, health and safety codes. 

E) 	 For other reasons, the proposed use would not impair the integrity of the 
district or adjoining district or otherwise derogate from the intent or 
purpose of this Ordinance for the following reasons: 

Allowing for a reduction of parking in this area is consistent with the land use and 
parking policies in the Zoning Ordinance for this section of Massachusetts 
Avenueas reflected in the creation of the Basement Housing Overlay District in 
Section 20.600.
