Full payment is due at the time of registration, however a payment plan can
be arranged with the director. Checks or Money Orders (NO CASH) should be
made payable to: Tobin Community School.

balance with any Department of Human Service Program, your child’s

application will not be accepted until all payments are made. Class fees are

based on the number of weeks a class meets. Early Release Days and holidays
are not counted in the number of classes. Returned checks will be charged an
additional $25.00. Full payment must be made within 48 hours to avoid
disruption in your child’s schedule.

REFUNDS
