AGENCY GOALS & ACHIEVEMENTS
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The Cambridge Arts Council is the official arts agency of the City of Cambridge.  The Cambridge Arts Council’s mission is to nurture and support the arts community, enrich the cultural life of Cambridge, and ensure that the arts remain vital for people living, working and visiting Cambridge. Cambridge Arts accomplishes its mission by stimulating public awareness and support for the arts, celebrating the City’s diverse cultural heritage, displaying art in public places, convening conferences and symposia to promote the arts, designing arts education initiatives, producing high- quality arts programming and developing artistic collaborations to improve the overall aesthetic experience for residents and visitors of Cambridge. Cambridge Arts initiatives are developed within two principal program areas - Public Art and Community Art. 

The Public Art Program oversees the city’s “Percent-for-Art” mandate to include integrated and site responsive art works in all capital investment projects.  Over 175 artworks have been publicly sited in Cambridge since the Ordinance was instituted.  The direction of the Public Art Program is set through community input and is overseen by the Public Art Commission in monthly meetings. 
The Community Arts Program has four program areas designed to support and stimulate creative programming and arts education.  For 34 years, the Cambridge Arts Council has produced the Cambridge River Festival along the banks of the Charles River, attracting audiences averaging 200,000 people.  Recognizing the need to extend access to the arts year-round for younger audiences, Cambridge Arts initiated the Summer in the City performance series.  These events are designed for children between the ages of four and eleven, take place during the out of school months of July and August in parks and public spaces throughout the thirteen neighborhoods of the City and are offered free of charge to the public.
Cambridge Arts gets ready to launch is 6th year of their City-wide Cambridge Open Studios program that showcases the array of art that emerges from local artists’ studios and other unique spaces throughout the City.

The Community Arts Program is also responsible for oversight of the Street Performer Ordinance. Recognized as a national model, Cambridge issues over 300 permits each year and monitors the ongoing activity of these performers and musicians throughout the year.  

In 2008, the Cambridge Arts Council launched the new Poet Populist Program designed to celebrate, support, and nurture the City’s rich and diverse poet community while stimulating creativity and awareness within the broader Cambridge community. 
Cambridge Arts Council also provides funding through the Cambridge Arts Grant Program to individual artists and cultural organizations doing work that provides a benefit to the residents and neighborhoods of Cambridge.

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PROJECT GOALS ~ The primary goal of SIC is to provide culturally diverse arts programming for children ages 4 to 11. Having celebrated the 22nd season in 2013, SIC performances have become highly anticipated and draw larger audiences each year.  Working in partnership with the City’s Parks & Recreation, Community Development, Department of Human Services’ Recreation, Community Schools & Youth divisions, as well as area neighborhood groups and business associations SIC activities provide diverse cultural experiences during the out-of-school summer months.  SIC performers are selected based on their ability to mirror and celebrate the multicultural population of Cambridge. 





PLANNING PROCESS ~ Cambridge Arts Council works with the Department of Human Services to schedule outdoor daytime park performances that fit within the Community Schools summer programming. Additional locations for evening family events are identified based on partnerships with other Cambridge area cultural institutions, neighborhood groups and business associations.  10,000 brochures are distributed throughout Cambridge and every family with school age children received the schedule through a 5,000 piece mailing.

At each performance Cambridge Arts gauges 


whether the audiences reflect the neighborhoods in which 


they take place, including factors such as gender, age, ethnic 


origin & disability status.
