The Hackney Division of the License Commission is pleased to announce that we are
participating in aClean Air Cab Mobility program. This is areimbursement program that is
administered by the Boston Regional Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) with funding
provided by the Massachusetts Department ofTransportation ("MassDOT") and the United .
States Department ofTransportation (US DOT). This program will allow the City ofCambridge
to continue its commitment to environmental awareness by replacing as many gas powered
taxicabs as possible with hybrid vehicles.

Under this program, anyone wishing to purchase a hybrid vehicle to be given the difference
between the cost ofa gas powered vehicle and the cost ofa hybrid, up to a maximum of
$10,000.00 per hybrid vehicle purchased.

Vehicles purchased under this program are required to adhere to the Buy America provisions
under Title 23 of the United States Code (USC) and remain inoperation for at least four (4) years
or two hundred thousand (200,000) miles. It is also important to note that should the vehicle .
purchased be sold during this period, the sale must be completed with an individual or business
located within the Eastern Massachusetts nonattainment area as defined by the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency. Furthermore, should the vehicle bedeemed a total loss as a
result ofan accident, any costs associated with an insurance settlement must go either toward the
purchase ofanew hybrid, or returned to the City ofCambridge to be forwarded to MassDOT.

CAMBRIDGE CLEAN AIR CAB PROGRAM

HYBRID TAXI CONVERSION GRANT AGREEMENT

I, , owner ofCambridge Medallion Number
hereby agree to the following terms in order to be eligible for the Cambridge Clean Air Cab Program
Grant funds:

1) I agreeto purchase a new recognized hybrid or other clean air vehicle which adheres to the Buy
America provisions under Title 23 of the United States Code (USC). I also recognize that such
vehicle is subject to inspection by the License Commission and Sealer ofWeights and Measures,
and all existing rules, and place such medallion on said vehicle for normal taxicab use only.

2) I agree to place all required markings on such vehicle, including but not limited to, green strip
and bumper sticker as required in the plan.

3) I agreeto keep this medallion as a hybrid or other clean airvehicle for at least four (4) years or
two hundred thousand (200,000) miles. Should the vehicle purchased be sold during this period, I
agree that the sale will be consummated with an individual or business located within the Eastern
Massachusetts nonattainment area. Should the vehicle be deemed a total loss as a result of an

accident during this period, I agree only to use any costs associated with an insurance settlement

towards the purchase of a new hybrid, or returned such costs to the City ofCambridge for the
purpose of returning such funds to the Massachusetts Department ofTransportation.

4) I agree to submit to the License Commission my bill of sale and registration for such hybrid or
clean air vehicle as proof of such purchase as well as my social security number or federal tax
identification number to receive reimbursement from the grant fund.

5) If I do not abide by the forgoing terms, I will not receive such grant funds, and if I do not

continue to abide by such terms throughout the designated grant fund period, I shall return the

grant funds to the City ofCambridge.
