Cambridge teens get paid to gain valuable work experience during the summer. You’'ll also have the
opportunity to attend field trips, financial literacy and job-readiness trainings, program events, and more!
« Program Dates: Most worksites will operate July 1- August 9, 2024
« Hours and Pay: Teens work 20 hours a week for 6 weeks and make $15 per hour.
Teens may not miss more than 5 program days.

Eligibility
e Must be a Cambridge resident.
« Must be 14 years old as of July 1, 2024. You remain eligible through the summer after you graduate high
school.
Priority is given to students from low income families.

Resident Card AND Original Social Security Card
