Also, with Todd"s departure from the

company, a few essentially housekeeping matters

with respect to the ownership iInterest, there

were 12 LLC members. Now there will be 11.

There®"s a reallocation of the shares to

the same members that existed since the inception

of the company, and with that being said, just

the removal of the LLC manager position for

Todd Maul and Robert Carson, leaving David

Edwards as the only LLC manager.

One, LLC.

MICHAEL FEENEY: Good afternoon. My name
is Michael M-1-C-H-A-E-L. Last name F-E-E-N-E-Y.
And 1°m the operations manager for the applicant
Bon Me Foods, LLC. And Bon Me was founded in
2011. We have Asian-inspired counter-service
food.

The founders and owners, Patrick Lynch
and Alison Fong continue to oversee the
day-to-day operations of the company.

We operate two other restaurants in
Cambridge and one food truck on the campus of

Harvard.
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And this new location is at the Lab and
Office Development on Binney Street.

We*" 1l be offering the same
counter-service setup and a similar menu to the
other locations and we feel that the restaurant
will be an asset to the workers and residents 1In
that area.

A couple administrative things: The
d/b/a that"s listed on the hearing agenda, 1t is
just going to be d/b/a Bon Me. 1 think the 02"
was a typographical error on my part.

There are no legal abutters to the
property, and 1 have a letter that I can hand to
the Chair stating that.

The manager of record, there"s just a
change of plan since we submitted to the Board
and that will be a different person.

Please state and spell
your names for the record.

ATTY KEVIN CRANE: My name i1s Attorney
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Kevin K-E-V-1-N Crane C-R-A-N-E. 1 represent the
petitioner. My address is at 104 Mt. Auburn
Street 1n Cambridge.

STEVEN ANDERSON: Steven Anderson,
S-T-E-V-E-N A-N-D-E-R-S-0O-N.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Thank you.

ATTY KEVIN CRANE: Madam Chair and
Commissioners, my client is looking to go into
the location that was just recently vacated by
Boloco on 71 Mt. Auburn Street, which i1s a
Mexican restaurant.

My client 1s an Australian-based entity
and this is their first venture i1n the United
States.

They are an Australian company that sells
Mexican food.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: I was just
going to say, | was excited for a moment, 1 was

like, Oh, 1 got confused.
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ATTY KEVIN CRANE: When 1 described that
in the past couple months, people have asked me
when the punch litne was gonna come. But when you
think about i1t, 1 guess Australians can have
Mexican food.

They have substantial holdings. 160
restaurants between Australia, New Zealand,
Thailand and lIreland.

They are a philanthropic entity. They
donate a meal for every one that they sell. It
is called ""Mexican with a Mission.”™ At this
particular location, which has always been food
on this particular stretch of Mt. Auburn Street,
which was 1mportant, particularly when we were
before the Board of Zoning Appeals, we received a
fastfood order Special Permit from the BZA i1n
July. In conjunction with those proceedings, the
Harvard Square Advisory Committee issued a letter

in support of our petition.
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And for the record, 1 would like to
actually submit a copy of the letter, i1f that"s
okay.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Yep. Thank
you .

ATTY KEVIN CRANE: I have submitted a
copy of the proposed menu as well as a copy of
the lease assignment from the present tenant to
my client with the landlord consenting.

The hours of operation that we request
are from 11:00 in the morning until midnight.

There actually was, in front of the
Advisory Committee, some feeling that we should
almost stay open later, and my client will be
considering that once they get going as far as
how 1t fits 1nto their operation, as far as food
deliveries and staffing goes and also whether
there®s a market for 1t.

And Mr. Anderson is going to be the
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manager and he can explain any further
operational i1ssues i1n particular to this
operation.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Why don"t
you tell us a little about your concept.

STEVEN ANDERSON: Sure. So as Kevin
said, Mexican with a Mission, so with every
burrito or bowl we sell, we donate a meal to
someone In need. We use a sous vide style method
of cooking so there"s no grease-laden vapor on
site. We do no grilling, no baking. It i1s all
done In a sous vide bath, which 1s water-based
cooking.

We have three night deliveries a week.

It 1Is a one-stop shop, and PFG, they deliver all
our meats and all of our produce and paper goods.
Very simple. And i1t is very similar to what
Boloco had there before, but obviously, a much

cleaner concept both operationally and as far as
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the menu, burrito bowls, nachos, superfoods,

avocado, Spirulina, we have black rice. Very

interesting stuff.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Thank you.

And Mr. Crane, 16 sitting, total

occupancy of 36, calculating about 20 standing?

ATTY KEVIN CRANE: Yes.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Questions?

ACTING FIRE CHIEF GERARD MAHONEY: No.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: 1Is it okay

iT we change the license description? Do you

have storage 1n the rear of the premises? Where

IS your storage or do you have basement storage?

STEVEN ANDERSON: The only storage is

behind the counter. Nothing in the basement.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: So would it

be fair to say, and I crafted this based on the

floor plan you submitted, one room on the TfTirst

floor with kitchen in the rear, kitchen and
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storage in the rear?

ATTY KEVIN CRANE: Yes.

would amend the premises description to read that

way .

Good afternoon.

CHARLES LINEHAN: Good afternoon.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Please state

and spell your last name for the record?

CHARLES LINEHAN: L-I-N-E-H-A-N. Charles

Linehan.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Thank you

Mr_. Linehan, this entertainment license would be

for the inside, right? You are not seeking also

for outside entertainment?

CHARLES LINEHAN: Yes, we are. We have

an entertainment license currently and this is

basically an amendment to add live music.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Okay.

CHARLES LINEHAN: On occasion.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: The way that

this was applied, 1t was to -- 1 see to amend and
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to add recorded and live music, dancing and DJ,
did you notice your abutters?

CHARLES LINEHAN: Yes, we did. 1 have a
folder for you. 1711 take it upstairs.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: 1711 take

CHARLES LINEHAN: There®s an affidavit
and a letter, and we notified, which we
determined to be three abutters; however, |1
believe we have no abutters, but we notified
Cambridge Boathouse, the Winsor School Boathouse
and Buckingham Brown and Nichols school. 1t is
all there. |1t speaks for itself.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: And the area
where you would have the music and the dancing
and DJ outside, that"s DCR property?

CHARLES LINEHAN: That"s correct.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Do you have

theilr permission in use that area for live music?
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CHARLES LINEHAN: We have been using it
for 12 years --

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Okay.-

CHARLES LINEHAN: -- so I would have to
say they have no objection to i1t.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Do you
have --

CHARLES LINEHAN: It 1 may?

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: OFf course.

CHARLES LINEHAN: When the live music is
there, 1t is seldom there"s live music, and when
It 1s there, there"s a State Police detail, there
are permits which are obtained from the DCR.

There are State Police details. They
have the DCR Trash and Rubbish Department.
Occasionally they have DCR rangers and whatever
else. So everything else basically goes through
DCR, you know, for that.

Like 1 say, we have approximately maybe
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five to six of those live music type of things
outside.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Okay.-

CHARLES LINEHAN: Also, for the record, 1
would like to say we have a 2 a.m. license and we
cut this off at 11 p.m. to just satisfy anyone
that may be strolling around the river, just so
there"s no confusion, and we do -- there"s
usually some type of sound engineer present that
controls, you know, that -- he doesn®t control
it, but he monitors the decibel and all of this
for some of the music.

CHAIR NICOLE MURATI FERRER: Questions?

ACTING FIRE CHIEF GERARD MAHONEY: No.

INTERIM POLICE COMMISSIONER BRENT
LARRABEE: So you are seeking a license for
outside entertainment on a property you don"t
own?

CHARLES LINEHAN: That®"s correct.
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INTERIM POLICE COMMISSIONER BRENT
LARRABEE: Is there a lease?

CHARLES LINEHAN: There"s --

INTERIM POLICE COMMISSIONER BRENT
LARRABEE: The problem for me is, how do we
license you to do something on something you have
no ownership of?

CHARLES LINEHAN: Wwell, 1 mean --

INTERIM POLICE COMMISSIONER BRENT
LARRABEE: The fact that you used it for 12
years --

CHARLES LINEHAN: Right. We"re licensed
to serve alcohol on the premises. We have an
area fenced iIn.

three-day notice.

That"s why we are here today to get, you
know, the extended one which we explained to them
that"s how we had to do it.

ACTING FIRE CHIEF GERARD MAHONEY: Is
there anybody you deal with specifically at DCR
for issues that serves like as a liaison almost
to you?

CHARLES LINEHAN: Not really.

You know, 1 can find this out, we have a
commander and all of that. But we never have any
issues. You know, that®"s the problem. |1 mean,
the issue we have is this --

ACTING FIRE CHIEF GERARD MAHONEY: It 1s

back ups, we call DCR, great, and they come down
and fix It at no expense to the city. And like
you say, how this came about, and you said we had
a thing cancelled, I was going on vacation, we
had an event with outside live music, like 1 say,
which has been going on for 12 years, 1t"s the
Somerville Striders, it iIs a running race, they
have permits, DCR, State Police and the whole
works and they run the 5K around the pond, okay?
12 years, this has been going on, you know, Tfive
times, 1t runs from May to June. On July 27,
there was one of these races scheduled,
unbeknownst to anybody, we get approached by the
city saying ""Oh, you can®"t have this. You don"t
have a permit for it."

And honestly, 1 was blindsided.

"We don*"t have a permit for 1t?"
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"The City of Cambridge said you have to
have a permit."

This started the ball rolling. Meanwhile
I was going three days from when I was notified
on vacation, 1 was going away for a few weeks,
and we rushed and we did everything we had to do,
as much as going over and see Lieutenant Jim
Donovan from the State Police over at, you know,
DCR who just, you know, they signed off on this
stuff saying you know, "Yeah, what"s the
problem?'"

So, yeah, 1f you could be so kind as to
issue the i1nside, you know, for now, and, you
know, 1711 try to notify DCR and just tell me
what you need.
