« Hours and Pay: Teens work 20 hours a week for 6 weeks and make $15 per hour.
Teens may not miss more than 5 program days.

« Must be 14 years old as of July 6, 2026. You remain eligible through the summer after you graduate high
school.

Priority is given to students from low income families.
