Last fall, crews completed all the demolition and utility work. In the next few months, the new
paths and sidewalks will be reconstructed and crews will install the new play and park equipment.

We will continue to provide updates as the construction progresses.

The plaza will continue to be closed to all users during the renovations. No Parking signs will be
posted along Elm St and Hampshire St; please be sure to check dates and times.
