The current definition of “Hispanic or Latino” was developed by the US
Office of Management and Budget in 1997, following public consultation:

“A person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, South or
Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin,
regardless of race.”

All federal agencies use this definition and it is generally accepted by other
governments and private organizations.

Who is not defined as Hispanic or Latino? Brazilians and other people with
an origin in the Americas from a culture speaking a language other than
Spanish, such as people from Guyana, Belize, and non-Spanish speaking
Caribbean nations.
