Summary of Vision and Recommendations for the
Kiosk and Plaza

The Working Group envisions the Harvard Square Kiosk and Plaza to be flexible,
dynamic, and welcoming community assets that enhance the everyday life of Harvard
Square, act as platforms for community gatherings, including civic, artistic, and social
activities, and attract and serve a broad range of people, including residents, students,
visitors, etc.

The interior of the Kiosk would function as a flexible space accommodating permanent
and temporary community uses:

. Permanent uses would feature a Visitor Information Center with displays focused on
Cambridge history and happenings and the provision of news, brochures, and other
materials.

. Temporary programming would occur inside the Kiosk and around the Plaza
intermittently throughout the span of a typical week, which could include functions
such as: small performances, historical exhibits, interactive installations, family
oriented activities, voter registration, sampling of goods or services, and other
entertaining, educational, festive, civic, and community-oriented activities.
