It was released as the first 
LGBTQ-themed mass-marketed feature film with 
an all-black cast.    Rated R

Bloomfield, a high school 
cheerleader whose parents send 
her to a residential in-patient 
conversion therapy camp to 
“cure” her lesbianism. At camp, 
Megan realizes that she is 
indeed a lesbian and, despite the 
“therapy”, comes to embrace her 
sexuality. Rated R
